North West, This part of the development also includes a dramatic
bridge link connecting over to the new Children’s, Women'’s and
Eye Hospital at the MRI.



CALDERDALE & HUDDERSFIELD NHS
FOUNDATION TRUST, OUTPATIENTS CENTRE

This 2 phase project, delivered under the P21 Framework, covered the
refurbishment of the existing outpatient appointments and clinic preparation
offices on ground level and former storage space in the basement. The office
spaces created contfinued the theme created in recent clinical refurbishments
with generous use of graphic vinyl wall coverings, feature lighting, bright and
contemporary interior design and robust materials.

MEDICINES EVALUATION UNIT

On the Wythenshawe Hospital site, this state of the art Private Medical
Research Facility has become the new home of the M.E.U., which has
fransferred from within the existing Hospital. The facility incorporates
Asceptic laboratories and research laboratories for the patient
assessment needs as well as ancillary staff and patients facilities on
two floors. At an important threshold to the hospital site the scheme
has made a positive contribution to the surrounding developments.

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With a dated and deteriorating restaurant and kitchen, the Trust took the
opportunity o redevelop and extend the production areas for patient kitchens
(giving much improved flow, production capacity and ancillary staff facilities)
whilst at the same time refurbishing the staff restaurant with high quality and
contemporary furniture, finishes and fittings. Carried out under a tfraditional
confract, the revenue increase since opening the unit has proved the capital
investment to be well worthwhile,

with a refreshing and crisp finishes palette. The space has now been neatly divided into
male and female wings, each with a mixture of multi and single bed bays and for the
first time on this site there is now the specific provision of amenities specially designed
for bariatric patients with appropriate beds, hoisting and en-suite facilities.

Rheumatology Facility and Services within the region. Stepping Hill Hospital was chosen

the works, both departments were extremely dilapidated. The Hydrotherapy Pool and
associated facilities have been acclaimed as the best in the U.K. for environmental and
ergonomic design in patient care.
