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STOKE FOOTBALL CLUB
TRAINING FACILITY

This brand new facility is an infegrated design for both first feam and
academy use. The former Michelin Tyres recreation ground has been
master-planned by AFL to provide a new training facility plus two
new floodlit pitches. The building comprises nine changing rooms,
hydrotherapy suite, gymnasium, kit laundry ,press lounge, dining

and relaxation room, equipment stores, gymnasium plus support
recreational and welfare facilities.




STOKE CITY FOOTBALL CLUB
COMMUNITY FOOTBALL FACILITY

This project is to provide additional buildings at Stoke City’s current indoor pitch
site at Trentham Lakes in order 1o provide improved player and spectator
facilities and develop a community football facility. This will be constructed
from a number of demountable / portable buildings adjacent to the existing
indoor pitch reused in their entirety from the Clayton Wood site .The existing 60
x 40 m indoor pitch will be retained. The large grassed area to the south will
remain to be used as junior football pitches.




SALFORD CITY FOOTBALL CLUB
NEW CLUB HOUSE

This proposal is for a clubhouse that will accommmodate clubs facilities,
including changing rooms, public foilets and function spaces, and will
replace temporary “portakabins” currently on the site. The development will
also include a car park. The ground floor is primarily for usage by footballers
and the management and staff of football teams but it will also be used
during the week as a physiotherapy centre.




MARLOW FOOTBALL CLUB

The proposal involves the relocation of Marlow Football Club to a green belt site
close to the fown centre. The brief is to provide a facility for 4000 spectators and
all associated accommodation to Conference League standard. The proposals
have been developed to minimise the visual impact within the site context given
its sensitive location. The brief includes a new 10,000sq ft pavilion and stand to
accommodate both football and associated leisure activities for the club and
local community, with main pitch plus full size training and all weather pitch.
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FONTWELL PARK
RACECOURSE
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AFL Architects has been appointed by Northern Racing Limited, to develop
design proposals to replace the existing Premier Stand with a new stand to
provide executive level race day and conference/banqueting facilities for the
21st Century. The proposed new stand is af the northermmost end of Fontwell
Park, on the site of the existing Premier Stand and single storey executive
Building. It is set at an angle to the running rail in order to maximise sightlines.
The new stand is designed 1o respect and open out onto Fontwell Gardens.
